The Moon

Late June, early July: The midsummer
grasses are now in flower, although many of
them have gone to seed. The most common is
meadow grass. It has spikelets, with tiny
flowers that grow at the top of the stalk in a
small loose pyramid. They have a purple blu-
ish tint. Another grass is the cocksfoot grass,
which is coarse and at the top has several pur-
plish lumps which are supposed to look like a
birdés foot. The w
ryegrass has its spikelets up the side of the
stalk. Although it is very nutritious for cattle,

it has harmed the appearance of the country-
side because it is so vigorous and smothers
wild flowers.

Mid July: | have kept a large amount of
stinging nettles in my herun hoping that the
overwintering small tortoise shell and pea-
cock butterflies would lay their eggs on them.
It seems | am out of luck as no caterpillars
(black) have appeared. Some butterflies are
about, with a lot of meadow browns, and
speckled wood. Over the next few weeks
there will be a surge of European immigrants
in the form of red admirals and the clouded
yellows. This is a golden yellow with soety
black wing margins.

The oOomini heat wa v
news for slow worms which bask on the tops
of slate stone walls. These are, in fact, legless
lizards up to 18 inches long and are a beauti-
ful shiney coppery brown. They are very
good in gardens as they love eating slugs.

Quite a few gold finches are feeding on
the thistle seeds. At Appley Cross there is a
pair or two of bullfinches and the spotted fly-
catchers can be seen on the wires around
Frogs Farm.

Greenham has its usual number of swifts,
whose young will soon set off for Africa with-

out their parents.
